This was really wonderful and after John’s dancers’ the J4’s had danced to two parts of the song John’s parents joined him on stage and danced which was lovely.
At the end John passed the mic to his Dad who made a funny comment as did his mum.  Again no spoilers.  Suffice it to say it was John and his parents and it was hilarious.

After this set John re-introduced Jodie who sang two more songs (which were brill) and then John joined Jodie and there was more funny banter and then they sang a duet.  I will give this one away as we probably all know which one this is from John’s album.  It was ‘So Close’.

Jodie then left the stage and the J4’s then came on and after John told a story about the next song they acted out the song in a dance routine which was fab.

Two more songs and then the final one a fast vibrant song that had everyone out of their seats and bopping along.  Loved it Loved it Loved it.
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John then left the stage and returned once more to the audience standing, cheering, shouting, screaming.  John then said a few words before singing the penultimate song which he dedicated to the fans.
Then came the final song and before this John asked the audience a few questions, about his personality etc.
