Do you like to watch yourself?

I adore it. Any famous person who says they don’t isn’t being honest.

Who would you like to take out for dinner or a drink?

If I want to meet someone, I don’t dream about it, I do it. The last person I wanted to be introduced to was Tomasz Shafernaker, the BBC weatherman. I thought he looked like a fun guy, so I took him for Sunday lunch.

I don’t talk about them. Then if they don’t happen, that’s my business.

Who was the first TV personality you fancied?
